Design criteria

use without the use of formwork. Attention to the basic
design criteria given below should ensure that the full
benefits of this technology are gained in use :

(i) Recommended limits for a single application are:

up to 20 mm thick
up to 50 mm thick
up to 100 mm thick
upto3m

Large overhead sections
Vertical sections

Small pockets or horizontal

(ii) In situations where a substrate/repair barrier is required,
or enhanced bond strength/working time is required, or
where the substrate is likely to be permanently wet or
damp (e.g. seawalls, quays etc.), Nitobond EP epoxy
bonding agent should be used.

If stored in conditions of high
humidity and/or temperature, the shelf life of Renderoc TG
may be reduced to as little as 4 months.

Precautions
